first-hand, which also includes
broken fencing.

And now the work begins to
safeguard the future of the animal
safe haven, started by Ernie and
Paula Clark 28 years ago.

Animal lover Leona, 26, who
reportedly turned down a $1 mil-
lion deal to promote Harrods be-
cause it continues to sell fur coats,
said: “With the future of Hopefield
— and therefore the lives of the
animals — at risk, we are urging
people to please get behind our
SOS campaign.

“Please donate whatever you
can to support the sanctuary,
whether it be money, timber, roof-
ing, stables, business supplies, a
tractor or fencing material. We
can use everything.

“Even give your time to ensure
these animals, who have exper-
ienced enough suffering in their
lives already, are given a future.

“Our immediate plan is to help
with some of the buildings that
are falling apart, and then long
term we have got goals with re-
gards to the land and building an
educational centre.

“It’s a long road ahead, but you
have got to start somewhere.” and
hopefully we can move forward
and get people helping.”

The softly-spoken celebrity —
who has had three UK number one
singles and reached the top of the
US Billboard chart for her hit
song Bleeding Love — became in-
volved with Hopefield after she
was introduced to it by her man-
ager Nicola Carson, a Brentwood
woman who herself used to vo-
lunteer at the sanctuary.

She fell in love with the place,
has struck up friendships with
staff and would be “devastated” if
the cash can’t be raised in time to
fix the problems.

Leona said: “I cannot let that
happen really, that’s not even an
option. That would be the worst
thing that could happen.

“All of the animals will have to
move off the land and cannot be re-
homed because they are so sick
and so they would have to be
euthanised and it is unbearable to
think about that.”

“It’s invaluable, it’s so import-
ant, especially for the area.

“So many of these horses have
been neglected and suffered abuse
and it’s important for them to
come somewhere where they can
live out their days and not have
any cruelty or abuse any more.

“It’s heartbreaking to know
that if places like this were not
here they would just be shut down
or they will just continue to be
abused for the rest of their lives.

“I have always wanted to have a
place where I could rescue an-

imals and rehabilitate and even-
tually open my own sanctuary,
and then when I came here and
saw this amazing place I defin-
itely wanted to get involved. We
have got a lot of aspirations for
the future, but right now we need
to save it as soon as possible.”
Leona’s manager, Nicola, who
grew up in Brocksparkwood, re-
vealed just how hands-on the
singer plans to get at Hopefield.
She said: “I want it to be clear

just how involved Leona is.

“All of us in Brentwood are very
fond of Ernie and Paula who star-
ted Hopefield Animal Sanctuary
and Leona actually met Ernie.

“I grew up here and I know how
much of a dream it was for them to
rescue animals and when I
brought Leona down here it was
obvious her dream and passion is
so matched with Ernie and
Paula’s about trying to rescue
these animals.”
